Members of the Programme Committee will review the proposals. The notification of acceptance will be provided by 17th December 2004. 

Full papers should be submitted by 1st March 2005. They will be made available before the start of the seminar through the seminar website.

Contributed papers should not exceed 12 pages of text, excluding the title page and references (for more details Guidelines for accepted papers and presentations, http://www.eaae-wye.org.uk/. Optional poster-papers should not exceed 8 pages of text.
