The abstract should cover the subject addressed, the broad topic area into which the paper/poster falls (see above), the theory and methodology employed, and the analytical results where appropriate. Members of the Programme’s Scientific Committee will review the proposals. The notification of acceptance will be provided by 31st January 2005.

Deadline for full paper submission
Authors of accepted abstracts should be able to submit their final papers, not exceeding 12 pages of text, including the title page and references, to the organizing committee no later than 31st March 2005.
